Objectives 

· Browse various remote sensing and free imagery resources available on the web 

· Create a map of some sample imagery 

Part I. Browse the Sites 

This lab will introduce you to some various free imagery, remote sensing data providers, and GIS data resources available on the Internet. To be able to access the websites associated with the items listed below, you must visit my web page at www.geog.unt.edu/~jminhe and go to the Remote Sensing course link and then Lab #5.  After browsing these sites, you will download an image of your choice and create a map composition. You are free to use any type of imagery: photography, multispectral, hyperspectral, thermal, radar, etc.  It doesn't matter what software you use (Imagine, ArcView, Photoshop, etc) to create the map composition, but you should include the following information in your composition: 

· Title/Location of imagery 

· Sensor 

· Bandwidths displayed (i.e. RGB=3,2,1) 

· IFOV (pixel size) 

· Altitude/Scale 

· Date of acquisition 

· North arrow 

· Short description of the data 

· Your name 

Print your nicely composed image map to the color printer in the back of the CSAM lab (or your own) and turn it in as your work for evaluation and grading.

If you are feeling ambitious and want to use ERDAS Imagine to create your map composition, you may want to use the map composer tutorial, also provided on the remote sensing syllabus page at my website, as a guide.  Also feel free to use the Imagine online help once you are in a session.  If you find any additional web sites that have free imagery available, please email me the URL so we can add it to our list.
